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FROM PASTOR CHUCK...

Without fail, sometime be-
tween Memorial Day and Labor
Day, | actually unwind and relax
for a while. | take a big, deep
breath and then exhale the
year’'s accumulated tension until
that “just got a massage” feeling
washes over and around and
through me. | become a spa-
ghetti noodle that has been
boiled a bit too long. My mind
slows down, and my emotional
state actually prompts me to
start smiling at people again —
often for no other reason than
the realization that we all belong
as one together in the human
race! A friend of mine once told
me that relaxing was overrated.
| don’t subscribe to that philoso-

phy.

There are a great many rea-
sons to unwind and relax.
Some, as | have mentioned
above, revolve around the ex-
perience of wholeness and
peace and renewed community.
Other reasons are associated
with better functioning in daily
life. Tasks that we do by habit,
or are required to do as part of
our daily routine, are actually
accomplished with greater ease
if we are relaxed as we do them.
Relaxing can even help your
golf game!

Taking a deep breath and
relaxing can also open us up to
taking notice - once again - of
the many and various ways God
is at work in our lives. There is
something holy about slowing
down, clearing away some of
life’s clutter, and observing the
presence and activity of God. It
is a spiritual discipline that can
lead us to a deeper and more
satisfying relationship with God.

Now, for many of us, having
a deeper and more satisfying
relationship with God is not a
high priority. | want to honor
that faith position. For some of
us, the knowledge that Jesus is
our Lord and Savior, and living
life with that as part of the mix,
is enough. There is no harm in
that. God does not require us
to be superstars in our life of
faith. However, there are times
and places in our lives when a
little more depth and a little
more satisfaction in our relation-
ship with God are cravings we
experience.

When we do crave this, our
first instinct is to add more to
our spiritual plates. It is a ten-
dency in our culture to do more
or add more or shop more in
order to solve whatever prob-
lem it is that we are working on.
However, the biblical manner of
satisfying our spiritual cravings
is profoundly counter-cultural.
“Come away to a deserted
place all by yourselves and rest
a while,” Jesus says. Sit down
in groups on the green grass
and take some time to eat are
the instructions he gives. Je-
sus’ message to us when we
are spiritually underfed and
chronically stressed is very
clear. McDonald’'s is not the
cure to what is ailing our body,
mind or spirit. The answer is
that which takes some time to
cook, around which a commu-
nity can sit and talk and rest.
The answer is to consume less
and take time to savor that
which you do consume.

In some ways it all comes
down to the stewardship of our
time and good stewardship al-

ways involves the component of
setting priorities. Don’'t have
enough time? Start cutting
things out and prioritize what is
left.

Maybe that is why it is that
between Memorial Day and La-
bor Day it is easier for me to re-
lax and unwind. Some of the
cutting out of stuff just happens
naturally. My spiritual growth
revolves around limiting the
amount of stuff 1 get into and
creating clearer priorities the
other nine months of the year.

Maybe all of this falls under
the category of the First Com-
mandment: “You shall have no
other gods before me.” Could it
be that the very things we desire
to fill up the time and space of
our lives (our false gods) are the
very things that are killing our
bodies, minds, and spirits?

My prayer is that the sum-
mer is treating everyone well. Ill
be looking forward to hearing if
in the midst of your relaxing and
unwinding some new spiritual
insights have come about and if
you are having some success in
obeying the First Command-
ment.

How do you explain the Trinity?

This is a trick question! It is fundamental to our faith
that the Trinity be experienced first and foremost and
not explained. A similar question might be: “How do
you explain love?” The same response holds
true. Love is to be experienced first. Only later, after a
long time of deep thought, should one try to explain that
experience.

Time is crucial when talking about the Trinity or about
love. For, when one is in relationship with the Trinity or
in love, one is in an unfolding and evolving
circumstance. For example, when a person is married
the story of that marriage cannot be fully and finally
written until death or divorce. Only at the end is the true
meaning of the relationship revealed. Time, then,
needs to unfold and certain endings need to take place
in order for “explanations” of the Trinity to be given.

The best we can hope to say (until the end arrives) is
that whatever is deepest and most true about the Trinity
is what is deepest and most true about Jesus. What
Jesus reveals in his life, death, and resurrection is about
all we can know now about the Trinity.

My advice? Enjoy being loved and in love with the
Trinity. Explanations can wait.
