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Council Comments from “The Hammer” and “The Pen:” 
 
Hammer:  The Church Council has certainly been busy.  It reminds me of the “hammering” we did several years ago to 
remodel and expand the Good Shepherd facility.  All that time, effort and hard work really paid off in our ability to provide 
outreach and service to the Lord. 
 
Pen:  Yes, it did, and in time to help Olympia School District relocate students from Washington Middle School and then 
Pioneer Elementary School while those schools were being expanded and remodeled.  Their rent helped us pay for finishing 
the second floor…a “win-win” situation with a little divine intervention, perhaps?! 
 
Hammer:  But now the Church Council has some more “hammering” to do, this time remodeling and rethinking our internal 
structures, which may be even harder work. 
 
Pen:  It is certainly different work, that’s for sure.  Actually much of the rethinking work was initiated by the Lead Pastor Call 
Committee, continued by the Associate Pastor Call Committee, and then turned over to the Church Council.  The new 
pastors have been instrumental in helping us explore our Mission Statement:  “To share the love and grace of Jesus 
Christ with all people and invite them to fullness of faith in God.” 
 
Hammer:  And that has included a very tedious, demanding look at our constitution, which has developed some 
idiosyncrasies, contradictions and lack of clarity over time.  It no longer compares favorably to the model constitution of the 
Evangelical Lutheran Church.   
 
Pen:  Thanks to Council members Carolyn Wagner and Gery Gerst, that has meant some extensive spring “hammering” 
work with pens rather than hammers!  The congregation will be voting on their proposed changes at the Annual Meeting on 
May 17.   
 
Hammer:  That’s not the only “hammering” effort going on right now, though.  With congregational approval at the Annual 
Meeting, the Council would like to contract with Jim Pence, using donated funds, to help us deepen fidelity to our Mission 
through an intersection of stewardship, planning, mission and leadership.  Jim will be preaching at our first annual Good 
Shepherd Sunday, featuring a combined worship service followed by all-church fellowship and a light lunch with table dialog, 
“Holy Conversations,” about how we can move from membership to discipleship, not just as individual members but as a 
congregation. 
 
Pen:  As I recall, Pastor Chuck referred to that as “getting on the wild bus.”  Certainly the Council has also approved the 
Reconciling in Christ proposed “Affirmation of Welcome,” now posted in the Narthex, for further exploration and discussion 
over the next six months.   Updating our congregational constitution, deepening our fidelity to our mission, exploring what it 
means to be a welcoming congregation, that’s a lot of “hammering” on our interior structures.   It’s also using the current 
economic downturn as an opportunity to refocus and reprioritize. 
 
Hammer:  You betcha!  And we need all the prayers and best thinking of each member of the congregation at both Good 
Shepherd Sunday on May 3 and the Annual Meeting on May 17, as well as the summer discussions around a “welcoming 
congregation.”

Teenagers make adults anxious.  They just do.  In fact, adult anxiety about teens may be the primary 
reason youth ministry exists.  
Mark Yaconelli 
 

With that provocative sentence, Mark Yaconelli begins the opening chapter of his marvelous book, 
Contemplative Youth Ministry: Practicing the Presence of Jesus (Youth Specialties, 2006).  Pastor 
Chuck, Missy Tade, Barb Wakefield, and I have been reading the book along with other related readings 
as we try to re-imagine ways to move from our current model of “Children’s Ministry” and “Youth Minis-
try” to a more integrated and (you guessed it) cross-centered, cross-cultural, and cross-generational 
model that we are tentatively calling Faith Formation.  There are many reasons why we are attempting 
to create a new model: theological, cultural, and, yes, even budgetary.  Missy’s articles in the past few 
newsletters have done a great job at explaining some of these realities. 
 
 As with any proposed change, this one has inspired its fair share of anxiety.  People know what the 
old model looks like.  They’re not sure about what the new one will look like.  What’s even scarier is that 
the staff isn’t exactly sure either.  We’re in new territory here and undoubtedly it will take some time to 
develop the new model.  But like Jesus and the disciples, Paul and Barnabas, Abraham and Sarah, 
Moses and the people of Israel, we sense that God is calling us in some new directions and we’re trying 
to respond faithfully and effectively with the people and resources we’ve been given in a way that values 
not only our young people but all the generations that are part of our congregation. 
 
 I found Yaconelli’s analysis of why there’s so much anxiety surrounding Youth Ministry and how to ef-
fectively manage that anxiety so that our ministry is a reflection of our deepest faith and our highest 
hopes and aspirations rather than simply a response to our anxiety and fear.  For Yaconelli, youth min-
istry very simply is about sharing the presence of Jesus with young people with authenticity and 
transparency.  Contemplative youth ministry is about presence.  It’s about being truly present with God, 
with ourselves, and with young people.  It’s about “courageously beholding the reality of our own lives, 
the reality (whether it be joy or suffering) of the young people we serve, and the reality of God’s love be-
neath it all.”  As I think about that definition, it describes a way of being that can characterize all of our 
ministries at LCGS and not just simply our ministry with young people.  It’s based on the premise that 
God desires our presence more than our activity. 
 
 It will certainly be a challenge for us to base our ministry on being rather than doing.  Most of us have 
a bias for action and we’d rather do something – anything – rather than spend time thinking, praying, 
and simply being in the presence of God even though that’s what church is all about in the final analysis; 
being in God’s presence and responding to God’s call in our lives to love and serve our neighbor.  Anxi-
ety is the inability to be present to ourselves, our kids, and, perhaps most of all, to God.  But if the Good 
News of God’s unconditional love for us in Jesus Christ addresses us anywhere, it is precisely at that 
point of our greatest anxiety and fear. 
 
 I don’t know exactly what the “new model” of faith formation will look like.  But I promise you that it will 
be centered in communicating across generations and cultures the Love of God in Jesus Christ and how 
centering our lives in that love changes everything we are and everything we do.  A blessed Easter sea-
son to everyone!  jpr, PbPr 

FROM PASTOR JOHN . . . 
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FROM PASTOR CHUCK. . . 

 
OOOOn April 19 twelve young adults from 
Good Shepherd made an affirmation of 
faith during the 11:00am worship ser-
vice.  This annual Rite of Confirmation 
is always a special time.  Families 
gather, pictures are taken, a cake is 
cut, and faith is recognized in a new 
generation of believers.  After three 
years of preparation, I was excited to 
see these twelve young adults take 
their first, tentative steps forward in 
their ongoing journey of faith. 
 
The Rite of Confirmation (together with 
the study process that precedes it) has 
been a staple in the cupboard of Lu-
theran congregational life for genera-
tions.  During the 1940’s, my mother 
studied for confirmation in the base-
ment of a small Lutheran church in 
rural Finland as German bombers flew 
overhead.  I anticipate my children will 
undergo a similar process of education 
and affirmation as they grow older - 
under more peaceful circumstances 
than my mother, I pray.  In the Lu-
theran world, the Rite of Confirmation 
is significant in that it endures genera-
tion to generation. 
 
It is also significant in that it is a pri-
mary shaper of faith for the baptized.  
Along with Sunday school, the confir-
mation process is about forming faith 
in the midst of a young person’s 
growth and development.  As each of 
us who is baptized moves through 
various stages of emotional, physical 
and social development, our faith is 
changed and transformed by life’s in-
escapable developmental challenges.  
It is a risky journey.  It is a journey that 
we covenant, in our baptisms, to take 
together and in which we offer support 
to one another for the sake of Jesus, 
the Church, and our own lives of disci-
pleship. 
 
As we continue the confirmation 
process at Good Shepherd, there 
are changes in emphasis and proc-
ess on the horizon.  These changes 
are being designed to meet the chal-
lenges that our faith encounters in a 
busy, complex, and often overwhelm-
ing world.  Some of the changes rise 
up out of the deep roots of our Lu-
theran tradition.  Other changes are in 
response to new insights that are be-
ing generated as parents, pastors, and 

scholars ask how faith might be 
formed in our particular place and 
time. 
 
As a pastor, I believe the basic goal 
of a confirmation process should 
be to nurture, shape and empower 
followers of Jesus for a journey of 
faith that lasts a lifetime.  There are 
a lot of different components that I 
think go into making this happen.  
There is no one model or program that 
guarantees success.  In fact, there are 
no guarantees at all! What we have - 
what we hold in common – is some 
time and space to practice the best 
our tradition has to offer in light of to-
day’s challenges.  Some of the com-
ponents to a confirmation process I’ll 
be emphasizing are as follows: 
 
First, the confirmation process is a 
partnership between home and the 
congregation.  This means a parent, 
parents, and/or other significant adults 
in the life of our young folk join and 
work together with church staff to nur-
ture, shape, and empower discipleship 
for a lifetime.  This partnership em-
phasis is rooted in Martin Luther’s 
original intention to write the Small 
Catechism for families to use at home.  
This means confirmation is something 
that families do together with other 
families in the midst of the congrega-
tion.  There is also an emphasis on 
developing a family devotional life. 
 
Second, the confirmation process 
enables a time and space to take 
notice of God’s presence in our 
lives.  This means, in light of our cul-
tural whirlwind, taking time to slow 
down the pace and slim down the 
overwhelming amount of stuff with 
which we are entangled.  The confir-
mation process cannot be “just one 
more thing”.  It must be a time and 
space for discerning what God is 
really calling us to be and do in our 
lives.  It must also be a time and 
space for having caring conversations 
with one another about God, our rela-
tionships and our life in the world. 
 
Third, the confirmation process en-
gages families with the great sto-
ries of the Bible.  Everyone in the 
Bible seems to be on a journey.  Abra-
ham and Sarah travelled.  Moses defi-

nitely travelled.  Jesus made a career 
out of being on the move.  These jour-
ney stories are perfect for helping 
shape our lives of faith for the journeys 
we are on in life. 
 
Fourth, the confirmation process 
explores the Small Catechism.  For 
centuries, the Small Catechism has 
helped develop a distinct perspective 
for interpreting our faith tradition and 
our experiences from daily life.  The 
Lutheran perspective on faith and life 
is not the only one, and, at times, 
might be found wanting.  However, it 
does have the distinct advantage of 
helping us think through complex is-
sues with a certain grace and humility.  
The old bumper sticker says it well:  
“Lutherans aren’t perfect, just for-
given.”  The Small Catechism is a 
great foundation for helping us de-
velop an interpretive perspective. 
 
Fifth, the confirmation process 
trains us to live life in service to 
others.  At Good shepherd, I would 
like us to continue to struggle with the 
meaning of Jesus’ words, “Come, fol-
low me.”  One way we follow is to 
serve.  The confirmation process is a 
great time and space to begin discern-
ing our gifts of service for others. 
 
Sixth, the confirmation process is 
about exploring rituals, developing 
traditions, and trying out new faith 
practices.  As we journey together, 
families and congregational staff do 
stuff that engages both the traditions 
of the church and the experiences we 
have in daily life.  There might even be 
the development of “Holy Habits” that 
will stay with us the rest of our lives. 
 
This may sound like a lot of stuff to 
work on.  It is!  However, if confirma-
tion is a significant and primary shaper 
of faith for the baptized, then it is worth 
the time and effort.  The world is not 
going to do this stuff for us.  In fact, 
the world’s primary job is to distract us 
from this holy stuff.  As I said above, 
the journey is risky.  Many thanks to 
God that we get to go on this journey 
together!  Blessings, Pastor Chuck

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YOUTH MINISTRIES . . . 
Faith Formation 
Adapted portions from “Frogs Without Legs Can’t Hear” by David Anderson & Paul Hill 

A book about nurturing disciples in the home and congregation. 
In an experiment a mad scientist stood behind a frog and yelled - the frog jumped. The scientist cut off one leg, yelled 
and the frog jumped again. He cut off a second leg, yelled and the frog jumped. He continued one leg at a time until the 
frog had no legs. Finally when the scientist yelled the frog did not jump. His discovery was that a frog without legs 
can’t hear.   
 
The church has made a similar conclusion. The church has assumed that if the church frog has a head (church 
leadership) and a torso (visible gathering community) that it should be able to jump and move in the world. But the 
church frog needs the church frog legs (families & home life). A body without any strength in the legs is immobile, and 
legs without the body have no purpose. 
 
Does the analogy sound familiar? Read 1 Corinthians 12:12-31. 
 
Research and experience point to two main things we should be focusing on in order to do effective youth ministry. 1) 
Focus on adult education and  spiritual development and 2) focus on young families, empowering and equipping them 
to be the main source of faith formation. Are these the things you would have guessed? 
 
Studies show us that the main source of faith formation is family – parents, grandparents. This does not mean that we 
discount or stop doing youth ministry – it is vital. However, if all of our energy is in that one area, then we are bailing 
water instead of fixing the hole in the boat. Studies also point out that what Christian adults role model in the church is 
very different from who we expect our young people to be. Next month we will take a closer look at these two areas.

YOUR HEALTH MINISTRY –SHARON CAFFEY(PARISH NURSE) 
Real Men.  Real Depression.  An estimated 6 million men in the US have a depressive disorder – every year. What 
makes depression different from the blues?  Depression is a serious medical condition that involves the body, mood 
and thoughts.  It affects how you eat and sleep.  It alters your self-perception. It changes the way you think and feel.  Men 
with a depressive illness can’t just “snap out of it” or “pull themselves together,” because depression isn’t the same as a 
passing mood.  Left untreated, depression may last for weeks, months, or years at a time.   
Depressive illnesses can make routine tasks unbearably difficult.  Pleasure that makes life worth living – watching a 
football game, playing with the children, even making love – can be drained of joy.  Depression brings pain and disruption 
not only to the person who has it, but also to his family and others who care about him. 
If you are experiencing some of the following symptoms, you may have a depressive illness.  Ask yourself if you are 
feeling: sad or “empty”; irritable or angry; guilty or worthless; pessimistic or hopeless; tired or “slowed down”; restless or 
agitated; like no one cares about you; or like life is not worth living.  You may also: sleep more or less than usual; eat more or 
less than usual; have persistent headaches, stomachaches or chronic pain; have trouble concentrating, remembering things 
or making decisions; lose interest in work or hobbies; or lose interest in sex. 
If these symptoms are familiar, it’s time to talk with your doctor.  Depression is a real, medical illness that can be 
successfully treated, most often with medication, psychotherapy (“talk” therapy), or a combination of both.  Support from family 
and friends plays an important role as well. 
The feelings and behaviors that are part of depression can hinder a person’s ability to seek help.  In addition, men 
in particular may find it difficult to admit depressive symptoms and ask for help.  It’s important to remember, however, that 
depression is a real, treatable illness and is nothing to be ashamed about.  
Thanks to years of research, a variety of effective treatments including medications and short-term 
psychotherapies are available for depressive disorders.  Treatment choice will depend on the patient’s diagnosis, 
severity of symptoms, and preference.  In general, severe depressive illnesses, particularly those that are recurrent, will 
require a combination of treatments for the best outcome. 
While both men and women may develop the standard symptoms of depression, they often experience depression 
differently and may have different ways of coping.  Men may be more willing to report fatigue, irritability, loss of interest 
in work or hobbies, and sleep disturbances rather than feelings of sadness, worthlessness, and excessive guilt, which are 
commonly associated with depression in women.  Also, tragically, 4 times as many men die by suicide, even though women 
make more suicide attempts during their lives. 
If you are feeling depressed, tell someone about your symptoms.  Speak with a doctor, nurse, psychologist, social 
worker or employee assistance professional.  Asking for help takes courage, but it can make all the difference!!!

What is the Purpose of the Paschal 
Candle and when is it lit? 

Throughout the biblical story, fire has 
been understood as a symbol for the 
presence of God.  In the church, the 
light of the paschal candle represents 
Christ’s victory over the forces of sin 
and death.  It is traditionally lit at the 
Vigil of Easter and carried into the 
darkened sanctuary to highlight the 
resurrection of Christ and his presence 
in the midst of the gathered 
community.  Some congregations place 
the candle near the altar and keep it lit 
continuously throughout the 50 days of 
the Easter season to highlight Christ’s 
presence.  After the Day of Pentecost, 
the candle is extinguished and placed 
near the baptismal font.  It is lit, once 
again, at baptisms and funerals to 
remind us that in our baptism we were 
united with Christ and that we have died 
and been raised with him.

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Trust Board Financial Education Series  

Trust Board Financial Education Series 
The Trust Board of the Lutheran Church of the Good Shepherd has requested assistance to provide members of Good Shepherd 
with advanced financial education. The following topic “Trusts, Wills and Beneficiaries” is the third of a series of topics 
intended to educate and assist members wanting to setup gifting strategies. The next education hour is schedule for May 10th at 
9:45 AM and the topic will be “Trusts, Wills and Beneficiaries”. An attorney will be present to aid in the discussion of these 
topics. 

Trusts, Wills and Beneficiaries 
There are many varieties of wills and trusts to fit the needs of each individual. Only a qualified attorney should draft these 
documents. A few of the more common documents are listed below. 
Basis will: A basis or simple will generally gives everything outright to a surviving spouse, children or other heirs. Sometimes 
called an “I Love You” will. 
Will with contingent trust: Frequently, married couples with minor children will pass everything to their spouse, if living, and 
if not, to a trust for their minor children until they become more mature. 
Pour-over will: The so-called pour-over will is generally used in conjunction with a living trust. It picks up any assets that were 
not transferred to the trust during the person's lifetime and pours them into the trust upon death. The assets will generally be 
subject to probate administration. 
Tax-saving will: A will may be used to create a testamentary credit shelter trust. This trust provides lifetime benefits to the 
surviving spouse, without having those trust assets included in the survivor's estate at his or her subsequent death. 
Living trust without tax planning: Generally, the surviving spouse has full control of the principal and income of this type of 
trust. Its main purpose is to avoid probate. If required, the trust can also be used to manage the assets for beneficiaries who are 
not yet ready to inherit the assets outright, because they lack experience in financial and investment matters. 
Living credit shelter trust: This type of trust avoids probate and also makes certain that both spouses use their applicable credit 
amount. Estates of up to $4,000,000 can be passed to children or other heirs, without probate expense or death tax, by a married 
couple using this type of trust. 
QTIP trust: A type of trust known as a QTIP trust allows the first spouse to die to specify who will receive his or her assets 
after the surviving spouse dies. Use of a QTIP also permits the deferral of death taxes on the assets until the death of the 
surviving spouse. 
QTIP means qualified terminable interest property. The income earned on assets in a QTIP trust must be given to the surviving 
spouse for his or her lifetime. After the death of the surviving spouse, however, the assets then pass to beneficiaries chosen by 
the first spouse to die, frequently children of a prior marriage. 
Even if there are no children of a prior marriage, some estate owners use this type of trust to prevent a subsequent spouse of the 
survivor from diverting or wasting estate assets. A QTIP trust can only hold certain qualifying property. For this reason, it is 
often used in tandem with a credit shelter trust. 
Qualified domestic trust: Transfers at death to a non-citizen spouse will not qualify for the marital deduction unless the assets 
pass to a qualified domestic trust (QDOT). The QDOT rules require a U.S. Trustee (unless waived by the IRS) and other 
measures that help ensure collection of a death tax at the surviving non-citizen spouse's later demise. 
The benefits of naming beneficiaries are important so your assets go to the right people upon your death. It is not enough to put 
people in your will. For certain assets, such as pensions, you need to designate beneficiaries. To make sure your wishes are clear, 
here are 10 tips on naming beneficiaries: 
1. Understand the limits of a will: Just because you name someone in your will, that person might not receive a designated asset if they are 
not also named as its beneficiary. 
2. Know when beneficiaries are required: You must name beneficiaries for estate assets that will bypass probate and go directly to heirs. 
These types of assets include retirement accounts (both employer and individual), annuities and life and disability insurance policies. 
3. Decide who gets what: Once you have your list of assets that require beneficiaries, you face the crucial task of doling out your worldly 
goods. If you fail to name a beneficiary, your state of residence will do the job for you. 
4. Don't name your estate as a beneficiary: If you select your estate as beneficiary, your assets will end up going through probate, a costly 
and time-consuming process. 
5. Don't name minor children as beneficiaries: By law, children can't control the assets, so the court will name a guardian, either a person 
or a financial institution, for the assets. Instead, set up a trust or designate a guardian yourself if you want to leave your pension to your kids. 
6. Consider setting up a trust: You don't have to have minor children to name a trust as a beneficiary. 
7. Think about tax ramifications: The tax implications don't necessarily stop when you leave property, so tax planning beyond your death is 
necessary. 
8. Name contingent beneficiaries: This will help protect your estate and heirs if your primary beneficiary dies before you and you don't get 
around to changing your designation. 
9. Keep everything up-to-date: In addition to not leaving assets to ex-spouses or to someone who dies before you, basic life changes require 
a re-evaluation of beneficiaries. 
10. Make copies: When you fill out beneficiary paperwork, be sure to make a copy for your records.

Bread for the World Meeting 
A BFW meeting was held in Seattle, March 21st at St. Mark's Cathedral.  We were lucky to meet and hear from Reverend David Beckmann, President of BFW, 
Rick Steves, Host of Rick Steves' Europe and a social justice advocate (both Lutherans) , Mercy Kananja, a Senior Program officer in the Agricultural 
Development Division of the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation, and Congressional Representatives Jim McDermott (District 7) and Adam Smith (District 
9).  The BFW discussed the focus of this year's letter writing campaign.  Briefly some nuggets from the speakers:   
Beckmann:  Foreign aid has increased and the results are stunning - in the last 10 years, 15-20 African countries have achieved economic growth, and stable 
governments, sound economies.  Thirty countries had their debt reduced in 1999-2000 to allow those countries to invest in Basic Education and Public 
Health.  There is a need to better organize foreign assistance; over the years, earmarks and legislation have created a mishmash of agencies and offices 
overseeing such funding.  
Smith:  Agreed need overarching strategy on global development.  Suggestion to have a cabinet level position to oversee foreign - he  indicated this is difficult 
to achieve.  Supports a Foreign Assistance Reform Act.  Department of Defense currently receives a portion of foreign aid.  While the US Military has done 
great development work (e.g., providing medical care, digging wells, building schools, etc.) - the US Military doesn't 'do development' and if there is a military 
stamp on development, it is not always received well. 
McDermott:  Believes 'USAID' should be the first response team.  Discussed effect of war in Afghanistan.  Afghanistan now produces 93% of Europe's supply 
of opium - Why?  Because Russian Military destroyed their fruit crops and it takes 5 years for trees to fully mature and produce fruit again.  So the Afghanistan 
people had to eat - they produced opium as a replacement crop for the loss of their fruit trees. 
Kananja:  Discussed structural poverty.  Poor people need  access to markets and value to their products.  US farm subsidies cause problems for poor 
countries.  US products can be sold at a lower price in a 3rd world country than those being produced by the third world country.  This creates a cycle of 
poverty that the poor cannot move out from under.   
Steves:  Capitalism comes with certain structures.  Our job as Christians is to address those structures that keep people down.  He is not suggesting doing 
away with Capitalism - but to correct the structural problems.
