• Ongoing discussions at Council these days include:  the “big picture” of worship at LCGS and how best 
to offer a variety of worship styles along with the scheduling of Christian Education;  best practices for 
communication with our members – this newsletter, the website, bulletins and so forth; and, staffing for 
the needs of our congregation for worship, faith formation, and outreach. 

• While we made some progress toward reducing the principal on our mortgage debt, our December giving 
to the General Fund fell off sharply jeopardizing our ongoing ministries and staff positions.  We 

currently have an $18,000 shortfall. 

• Finally, our last Council meeting occurred on the same date as the disastrous earthquake in Haiti.  
Donating through the ELCA ensures 100% of the funds will actually go to help the people of Haiti.  
(www.elca.org/Our-Faith-In-Action)  While the initial humanitarian crisis will have been resolved (God 
willing).  The need in Haiti for ongoing aid will likely not diminish for years to come.

FROM PASTOR CHUCK. . . 

  Beginning Sunday, February 21, I will be leading our next Journey of Faith.  This intentional 
time for spiritual growth and renewal is offered once every spring (and also again each fall) as our 
congregation’s primary way to support faith development and practice in the lives of those who call 
Good Shepherd their spiritual home.  This is not a new member class!  It is an entrance into 
deeper relationship with God and closer connection with others who follow Jesus in daily 
life. 
 
  The gift of the Journey of Faith is that in our busy world it offers the opportunity to live in some 
sacred time.  In fact, the journey is characterized by four different times: to ask, to hear, to reflect, 
and to discern. 
 
•  A time to ask our God-questions as we become better companions to one another on 

our pilgrimage through life. 
  At the beginning of any journey we need to take time to get to know one another.  We need to 
eat together, talk about our life story, and share with one another the deep questions we have about 
God, the universe, and our place in what is unfolding all around us.  We may not find many 
answers!  However, what we will find is that we are not alone and that we are not that different from 
one another when it comes to the big picture of what God is doing in the universe. 
 
• A time to hear anew the Word of God from sacred scripture. 
  Most of us have grown up with a picture of the Bible as an answer book to our questions, a 
kind of “how to” manual allowing us to fix whatever is troubling us at the moment.  This picture could 
not be farther from the truth!  What we find in scripture is a lot of people who look very much like 
ourselves and each of them is trying to figure out how they might fit with one another and with God.  
What we also find is God being faithful to God’s people in the midst of their joys and sorrows, 
temptations and triumphs.   
 
• A time to reflect on the heart of Christ’s faith. 
  Jesus bid his disciples to, “Come, follow me.”  He does the same to us in our daily life.  
Throughout the centuries, people who have heard Jesus’ call and have followed him have reflected 
on the heart of Christian discipleship.  We will explore some of the ways that Christians have 
expressed basic understandings of what it means to follow Jesus in a world that does not know him.   
 
• A time to discern our gifts as we follow Jesus in daily life. 
   A man or a woman need not become a pastor or join a monastery to explore his or her 
Christian vocation.  In fact, vocational discernment is probably more successfully done outside a 
clergy roster or the walls of a monastery.  To discern one’s vocation is to reflect upon the gifts one 
has received from God, to notice where the world is in need, and to begin a walk where these two 
things meet one another.   
 
  My invitation to the Journey of Faith is to anyone who finds him or her self desiring to deepen 
their walk of faith in the midst of this crazy and wondrous world in which we live.  We will meet on 
Sundays from 5:00pm until 6:45pm, February 21 through May 2.  If you have questions, please 
contact me at charris@goodshepherdolympia.com.

  As was mentioned in the last three bulletins and in Pastor Chuck’s sermon on January 
17, total giving to the general fund and mortgage payments fell dramatically from calendar 
year 2008 to calendar year 2009.   This was primarily due to the last week of the year.   For 
the first 51 weeks of the year, giving was actually up a modest but welcome $11,226.27 or 
1.6%.   Things seemed fairly comfortable relative to our spending.   However, giving in the 
last week of the year was down from the prior year by $28,694.38, thus resulting in a year-
over-year decrease of $17,468.11 or 2.3%.   This is potentially a very troubling situation to 
make up for during the last six months of the fiscal year.   We will begin preparing 
contingency plans should it become necessary in order to handle this shortfall.

Coin Harvest for Thurston County Food Bank 
 
  Throughout the year, our Stewardship Team will be highlighting various stories of giving and 
opportunities, both large and small, where each of us can make a significant impact.  This story is from a 
conversation we had with Bishop Jacob Mameo and Barb Robertson, from the Morogoro Diocese of our 
Evangelical Lutheran Church in Tanzania, describing how stewardship is demonstrated in Tanzania. 

 

"On a Sunday, it's not unusual to have three different offerings.  Every week they have at least two, if not 

three.  They always have the thanksgiving offering for the week ....  and then also have their pledge 

offering, and their pledge and their thanksgiving offering are not the same.  They make a pledge for the 

whole year but then they  also give a weekly offering of thanksgiving.  Then many times if there is a 

building program they will also have an offering for the building.  If there is going to be an evangelism 

event that they are going to do with the diocese, they ask everyone to contribute to their mission event 

and everyone pulls money out of their pocket.  So they don't come to church with just one bill in their 

pocket, they come to church with a lot of different denominations and give." 

 
  This is a time of year when our local food bank is not benefiting from fresh produce from the many 
community gardens like Good Shepherd's, and after the holidays donations typically drop off while the demand 
continues to grow.  Did you know that over half of those served by our local food bank are children?   
 
  Our Stewardship, Education and Social Justice teams are working together to sponsor a Coin Harvest 
which will continue throughout February.  This cross-generational effort will benefit the Thurston County 
Food Bank, which desperately needs assistance in meeting the needs of the hungry in our community.   
 
  We invite you to join with our brothers and sisters in Tanzania.  In addition to your weekly offerings and 
pledges, we ask you to join in this special offering of "spare change" for those in our community who need help 
to put food on their tables.  Please look for the special collection box in the narthex for you to drop off your 
coins anytime before or after worship on Sundays.

  Prepare in a Year – February 2010 

This is the second of a series of short action articles that will enable you, over  the 

next 12 months, to better take care of your family, friends, neighbors, and yourself 

in times of disaster. The consequences of disasters are largely preventable. 

Probably your foremost concern in a disaster is the status of your family members.  

In past disasters, cells and other local phones are regularly overwhelmed or out of 

service with long distance lines being far more survivable. To benefit from this reality, select an out-of area 

contact that is located in Eastern Washington or in another state.  Have all household members memorize 

this phone number and write it down for their wallets and backpacks.  Note: memorize the number as 

“speed dial” doesn’t work if you’re not at home or your cell phone is inoperative.  After a disaster, after 

assuring your immediate safety; call your out-of area contact and report your location and intentions.  As 

others check in, they report and receive status updates.  Another call may be needed, but soon everyone 

receives the reassurance of knowing their family members are fine; and, without primary worries, they are 

able to more effectively assist others.

YOUR HEALTH MINISTRY 
 
Eating disorders are serious and complex problems.  We need to be 
careful to avoid thinking of them in simplistic terms, like “anorexia is just 
a plea for attention," or "bulimia is just an addiction to food."  Eating 
disorders arise from a variety of physical, emotional, social, and familial 
issues, all of which need to be addressed for effective prevention and 
treatment. 
What Causes Eating Disorders?What Causes Eating Disorders?What Causes Eating Disorders?What Causes Eating Disorders?         
Eating disorders are complex conditions that arise from a combination of 
long-standing behavioral, biological, emotional, psychological, 
interpersonal, and social factors.  Scientists and researchers are still 
learning about the underlying causes of these emotionally and physically 
damaging conditions.  We do know, however, about some of the general 
issues that can contribute to the development of eating disorders. 
While eating disorders may begin with preoccupations with food and 
weight, they are most often about much more than food.  People with 
eating disorders often use food and the control of food in an attempt to 
compensate for feelings and emotions that may otherwise seem over-
whelming.  For some, dieting, binging, and purging may begin as a way to cope with painful emotions and to 
feel in control of one’s life, but ultimately, these behaviors will damage a person's physical and emotional 
health, self-esteem, and sense of competence and control. 
Psychological Factors that can Contribute to Eating Disorders:  # Low self-esteem # Feelings of 
inadequacy or lack of control in life  # Depression, anxiety, anger, or loneliness 
Interpersonal Factors:: #Troubled family and personal relationships  # Difficulty expressing emotions and 
feelings  # History of being teased or ridiculed based on size or weight  # History of physical or sexual abuse 
Social Factors   # Cultural pressures that glorify "thinness" and place value on obtaining the "perfect body"  # 
Narrow definitions of beauty that include only women and men of specific body weights and shapes  # Cultural 
norms that value people on the basis of physical appearance and not inner qualities and strengths 
Biological Factors  # Scientists are still researching possible biochemical or biological causes of eating 
disorders.  In some individuals with eating disorders, certain chemicals in the brain that control hunger, 
appetite, and digestion have been found to be unbalanced.  The exact meaning and implications of these 
imbalances remains under investigation.  # Eating disorders often run in families.  Current research indicates 
that there are significant genetic contributions to eating disorders. 

Eating disorders are complex conditions that can arise from a variety of potential 

causes.  Once started, however, they can create a self-perpetuating cycle of physical 

and emotional destruction.  Professional help is recommended in the treatment of eating 

disorders.
