FROM PASTOR JOHN...

Last month I wrote about our progress on the Holy Conversations project and spe-

cifically about the work of the Mission and Vision Discernment Task Force. I also noted that
we are moving ahead with the next part of the project in which we will share our gifts and
passions in carrying out God’s mission here at LCGS and try to make our vision a reality.
As with the first phase of the project, a small task force made up of Lynn Byrnes, Dave Carl-
son, Kathy Carlson, Barbara Eliason and Darcy Huffman has been hard at work on a series of
congregation-wide events called “Shaping our future from the inside out” which will take
place the weekend of January 22-24. Our hope is that every member of our congregation
regardless of their age will attend one of the four events that will take place on that weekend.
You’ll be hearing more about this as the time approaches but I want to say something about it
because I am struck by what a unique and courageous effort this is on the part of our congre-
gation.

In a time when fear and scarcity seem to be the order of the day, the members of

LCGS are engaging in the counter-cultural act of not only trusting that God has a mission for
us but going so far as to lay our gifts and passions on the line in service to that mission. Fur-
thermore, we’re attempting to intentionally foster the life of our congregation on the basis of
the gospel as well as reaching out to intentionally welcome and serve our neighbors even
thought they might be different from us. I don’t know about you, but I don’t see that in very
many other places in our culture. It’s truly something to celebrate.
In my two years here, I’ve been impressed again and again by the richness and diversity of
our gifts and the variety of our viewpoints. What’s more, people aren’t shy about stating very
clearly what they see as our differences. Sometimes they seem irreconcilable and if it wasn’t
for our baptismal connection many of us would never cross paths. I’'m often amazed that we
“keep it together” as well as we do. But then I remember that the apostle Paul faced similar
challenges. He compared the complex organic communities that he served and wrote for to
another complex organic entity — the human body. Like all human bodies, his congregations
sometimes functioned well and at other times ... not so much! He appealed to the Romans (a
group he’d never personally met) “to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and ac-
ceptable to God.” Later in the same section of Romans 12 he writes, “For as in one body we
have many members, and not all members have the same function, so we, who are many, are
one body in Christ, and individually we are members one of another. We have gifts that dif-
fer according to the grace given to us ...” This month, we have an opportunity to share our
gifts and passions in service to God’s mission here at the Lutheran Church of the Good Shep-
herd. God knows what will come of it but what better way to start the New Year? May God
bless us all as we carry on our work as disciples here in this place and remember: bring your
imagination and trust the Spirit! jpr

It holds
open for me so many opportuni-
ties to grow, achieve something
new, and make a difference in the
world. I think about all the ways I
can fill it up with accomplish-
ments and goals met or even sur-
passed. It is at this point that I
start getting nervous. [’m not sure
I like looking at my life in the
mirror of a full and success-filled
calendar.

If you think back to the mid-
dle of December (when I'm writ-
ing this), do you remember what

you were telling me? Do you re-
member what your biggest com-
plaint was? Since I am here listen-
ing to it as I write, I will tell you
what I am hearing. 1 will remind
you of what you were saying. You
too have a twisted fascination with
a full and success-filled calendar.
You too like to be busy and get
stuff done, and like me, you too are
not sure you like looking at your
life in the mirror of a full and suc-
cess-filled calendar.

Face it: in December you
were tired and grumpy and com-
plaining about life being too busy.
In December, I joined you in a
state of tiredness and grumpiness
and constant complaining. We all
said that life is overwhelming us
and the holidays are just adding to
the stress. 1 kept justifying the
lateness of my newsletter article by
saying, “I’m just too busy”.

So, here you are in January.
You are celebrating the possibili-
ties of a fresh New Year. I am
sorry to have to tell you that they
will all be dashed because of your
(and my) irresistible urge to over-
book our lives and commit our-
selves above and beyond any rea-
sonable capacity we might have to
actually accomplish what we set
out to do.

I'VE ALWAYS WANTED TO KNOW...
QUESTIONS FOR THE PASTOR.

How does Jesus want us to deal with prejudice in today’s society?

Most of us have close, daily contact with persons we perceive as being very much like
ourselves. When encountering persons we perceive as being different, difficulties often arise. There
is a deep and well-rooted human tendency to hold misguided and often negative views of persons
we perceive as being different. As Christians, we understand that this is the result of being turned
in on ourselves and essentially broken or separated from others. In this circumstance, it is
understandable that we approach others from a posture of fear and mistrust. We judge others
negatively from a distance. It is only on the rare occasion that we get past difference and begin to
build common bonds with the stranger.

In his words and deeds, Jesus attempted to view and encounter the stranger and the
outcast in a manner based not on fear and mistrust but in a manner based on grace and
mercy. Jesus proclaimed that God meets each of us not as an alien but as a precious child. He
proclaimed that God crosses any boundary we set up to befriend and gather us into one. His
invitation to us as his disciples is that we are to do the same with one another.

Prejudice is complicated. Sometimes it is out in the open; sometimes it hides and operates
in the shadows. Unfortunately, it is also part of all of us. We can, however, respond positively to
Jesus’ invitation to follow him across any boundary in order to befriend and gather as one all of
God’s creations. On the cross, God reconciled all things unto himself. Our call and task is to live
as if this is true in our daily life. Blessings!

Locally, pick a spot — at end of
the driveway, at the mailbox across the street, etc. You want to establish a household meeting
place to preclude anyone re-entering a burning structure in an unnecessary rescue attempt.
What if you couldn’t return to your neighborhood ? Where would your family meet ? (24
hours per day?) A relative’s, a friend’s, or Good Shepherd ? Decide now and start your plan.
Winter in Washington is a great time of the year. Skiing, snowboarding, snowball fights and
visiting loved ones are only some of the activities we enjoy during this season. The winter
season, however, can also bring hazardous conditions. Every year injuries and deaths occur as
a result of winter weather hazards. Traffic accidents, avalanches, exposure to cold weather and
carbon monoxide poisoning are only a few ways you can be impacted by winter weather.
Whatever activities you participate in this winter, take precautions to ensure a safe and
enjoyable winter season!

7 Surprising Ways To Ease Pain

Eating Something Sweet* Eating something sweet can produce a morphine-like, pain-blocking effect in
animals, children and adults. A study found that when women consumed a sweet treat before a test involving
pressure pain, they experienced an increase in pain tolerance compared to those who ate something
unpalatable or neutral. So, go ahead and suck on a piece of candy or a square of chocolate; it might just relieve
your pain, as well as tickle your taste buds.

Put Your Anger In Writing. When people with chronic pain express their anger on paper, they experience
greater improvement in their pain and mood than those who write about their personal goals. “The idea is to
bring your feelings, which may be under the radar, into your conscious mind.” “One theory is this improves
blood flow to the muscles; another is that it reduces nervous system activity — but how or why this works isn't as
important as that it does.” Make a list of things that make you angry, look at it once a day and add to it as
needed.

Get Your Hands on Some Money. No, we’re not suggesting you drain your bank account or rob a convenience
store. But when you’re hurting; handling cash (as in bills) can diminish physical pain according to recent
research. The theory; Holding money reminds you that you can obtain benefits or things you want in life, which
can help ease the hurt.

Watch a Funny Video. Besides distracting you from pain, laughter can trigger the release of mood-boosting,
pain-blocking brain chemicals called endorphins, which are the body’s natural morphine. “lI am starting to use
the term laughtercise because people who laugh or exercise frequently will release endorphins during the actual
pain-stress experience.” Researchers at UCLA recently found that children had significantly greater pain
tolerance while viewing a funny video. And there aren’t any negative side effects to giggling.™

Swear Your Heart Out. Instead of trying to grin and bear the pain, go ahead and curse —it might help you feel
better. When researchers encouraged people to repeat either a swear work or a neutral word while having one
of their hands immersed in icy water, they found that cursing increased pain tolerance and decreased perceived
pain, but repeating a less-colorful word did not. (this does not include our Lord’s name!!!)

Use Good Scents. Research finds that exposing yourself to the scent of lavender reduces postoperative pain,
childbirth pain and menstrual cramps. “The aroma of lavender increases alpha waves, or slow waves, in the
back of the head, which has a relaxing effect.” By making people more relaxed, it makes people less anxious,
which is significant because anxiety increases pain.” Next time you're in pain, slather on a lavender-scented
lotion or light a scented candle—and take a long soothing whiff!

Turn on the Tunes. The sound of music — the tunes, not the movie — can ease your pain. A recent study found
that when people with chronic pain listened to music for an hour per day for a week, they experienced a
decrease in pain and depression. A study from Sweden, found that people who listened to music after
undergoing hernia repair surgery had less pain and anxiety, and required less pain medication than those who
listened to the sound of silence. Consider this an incentive to keep your iPod or MP3 player ready and loaded

with the songs you love.

On the tables, you will see colored pads of paper. You will use the pads to write down the
special gifts and passions you want to share with others. Each sheet in the pad will have a
sticky back, like a Post-It note. Your may choose to put your name on each sheet, or you
may prefer to be anonymous.

After you have filled out the pads with as many of the gifts and passions you wish to
share, you wander around the room and affix each of your sheets on the butcher paper into
the categories explained on the posters.

As you are posting your own sheets, you will notice the gifts and passions of others.

You are welcome to come to as many of the sessions as you are able! After the four sessions
have occurred, the butcher paper will be moved from the Gathering Place to the hallway
between it and the narthex for additional viewing and posting.

That’s it!  You will hear more about these events in the coming days. These events are part

of the Holy Conversations Project mentioned in Pastor John’s article in this edition of the
Sheepskin.
