We heard about the holy conversations centered on
Stewardship as well as Organizational and Leadership Development. We were invited to continue to lift up stewardship as a
year-round educational opportunity. We also talked about what’s possible in a new simplified governing document and
administrative manual. We are thankful for all of the hard work of so many people over the years in paving the way towards
getting us to where we are now in those areas. We also revisited a new chart based on organizing for ministry. In addition,
Council signed a covenant to help guide us in our work together, talked about logos/branding, signage, communication,
security, facilities proposals, dedicated funds, and our enthusiasm and ideas about starting the new ministry initiatives.

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Sometimes when I’'m feeling stuck and in need of an attitude adjustment it’s good to get out
of town and (in Huck Finn’s words) “light out for the territory.” | had an opportunity to do that
after our annual meeting. On May 17", I flew to Paris and then to Toulouse, France, for a 3-week
walk through the French and Spanish countryside. | traveled with four other companions on
planes, trains, automobiles, and even a boat thrown in for good measure!

In spite of our various modes of travel, much of our time was spent on foot. All told, we
walked about 200 kilometers following a thousand year-old pilgrim trail through southwestern
France and over the Pyrenees Mountains into northern Spain — a branch of the Chemin St.
Jacques de Compostelle (literally, “the way of St. James of the starry field™).

We were an interesting group — two Lutheran pastors, a university student, a retired Geogra-
phy professor, and a theologian — men and women ranging in age from 19 to 63. Four of us had
been on similar journeys in the past but we’d never travelled together before and none of us had
ever been on this particular leg of the pilgrim trail. Like any journey of faith, it included both
discovery and surprise.

At some point in the next few months, | hope to get my pictures in order and bring maps and
talk about our journey in more detail with anyone who’s interested. But for now, let me simply
describe one discovery that | made. We’ve spoken a good deal over the past few months about
our vision of being “a welcoming community of pilgrims walking together on the journey of
faith.” Like many of you, | continue to believe that the idea of faith as journey is a good meta-
phor for the Christian life of discipleship. My recent travels provided a chance for me to literally
experience again what it means to be a pilgrim, carrying all my earthly belongings in a 25 pound
back-pack. It certainly re-enforces the idea of packing light and not bringing along any excess
baggage.

But that wasn’t the most important discovery for me this time. Instead I learned in a new way
that in order for there to be pilgrims, there also have to be people who provide hospitality for
them — folks who provide directions, meals, lodging, and transportation and all the other things
travelers require. Over the thousand years that the chemin (camino in Spanish) has been in exis-
tence, millions of pilgrims have made their way to Santiago to seek the blessing of St. James. At
the very same time, millions of others have provided hospitality and welcome for those pilgrims
and continue to do so up until this very day. The point is a simple one and also rather obvious: in
order for a culture of pilgrimage to exist there also needs to be a culture of hospitality. And
here’s the interesting part: often those who provide hospitality are also those who once experi-
enced it as pilgrims! Over the course of a lifetime, individuals often find themselves in both roles
— being part of a welcoming community as well as being pilgrims. Both cultures need each other
in order to survive and thrive.

I wonder if the same thing isn’t true for congregations. Over the course of our faith life,
many of us walk along the journey of faith as pilgrims. But hopefully, we also have opportunity
to provide hospitality and welcome for others on their journey of faith. Pilgrimage and radical
hospitality go together. In the end, it isn’t only about our individual journeys of faith; it’s also
about reaching out in welcome to others.

Over the coming months, 1’d like to explore this idea of faith as journey and as radical wel-
come. But for now, I wish you God’s richest blessings on your own journeys of faith this sum-
mer. jpr

The Bottom Line On Sunscreens!!!

Environmental Working Group’s fourth annual Sunscreen Guide gives low marks to the current crop of sunscreen
products, with a few notable exceptions. EWG researchers recommend only 39 — 8 percent — of 500 beach and sport
sunscreens for this season.

The reason? A surge in exaggerated SPF claims above 50 and new disclosures about potentially hazardous ingredients,
in particular recently developed government data linking the common sunscreen ingredient vitamin A to accelerated
development of skin tumors and lesions.

Hats, clothing and shade are still the most reliable sun protection.

Products with high SPF ratings sell a false sense of security because most people using them stay out in the sun longer,
still get burned (which increases risk of skin cancer) and subject their skin to large amounts of UVA radiation, the type
of sunlight that does not burn but is believed responsible for considerable skin damage and cancer. High SPF products,
which protect against sunburn, often provide very little protection against UVA radiation.

Few people use enough sunscreen to benefit from the SPF protection promised on the label. Studies show that people
typically use about a quarter of the recommended amount. Because sunscreen effectiveness drops off precipitously
when under-applied, in everyday practice a product labeled SPF 100 actually performs like SPF 3.2, an SPF 30 rating
equates to a 2.3 and SPF 15 translates to 2. Moreover, FDA scientists say SPF claims above 50 cannot be reliably
substantiated. continued on page 9



The Bottom Line On Sunscreens!!! Continued from page 8 This year, new concerns have arisen about a form of vitamin A
called retinyl palmitate, found in 41 percent of sunscreens. The FDA is investigating whether this compound may ac-
celerate skin damage and elevate skin cancer risk when applied to skin exposed to sunlight. FDA data suggest that vita-
min A may be photocarcinogenic, meaning that in the presence of the sun’s ultraviolet rays, the compound and skin un-
dergo complex biochemical changes resulting in cancer. The evidence against vitamin A is far from conclusive, but as
long as it is suspect, EWG recommends that consumers choose vitamin A-free sunscreens.

EWG has again flagged products with oxybenzone, a hormone-disrupting compound found in about 60 percent of the
500 beach and sport sunscreens analyzed. The chemical penetrates the skin and enters the bloodstream: biomonitoring
surveys conducted by the federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention have detected oxybenzone in the bodies
of 97 percent of Americans tested.

In all, EWG researchers assessed about 1,400 products with SPF, including beach and sports lotions, sprays and
creams, moisturizers, make-up and lip balms. The 39 beach and sports products that earned EWG’s coveted “green”
rating for safety and efficacy all contain the minerals zinc or titanium. We could find no non-mineral sunscreens that
scored better than “yellow.”

Some of the blame falls on the FDA, which has yet to finalize regulations for sunscreens promised since 1978. FDA
officials estimate that the regulations may be issued next October — but even then, they expect to give manufacturers at
least a year, and possibly longer, to comply with the new rules. That means the first federally regulated sunscreens
won’t go on store shelves before the summer of 2012,
http://www.ewq.org/2010sunscreen/finding-the-best-sunscreens/?ptype=sunscreen Check out this website to rate your
sunscreen and read more.

Five Steps to Fight Chronic Fatigue

Exercise Regularly
Chronic fatigue syndrome (CFS) can leave you feeling unmotivated and devoid of energy. However, there are several steps
you can take in everyday life to combat your fatigue and regain your energy. Regular participation in mild to moderate
physical activity prevents deconditioning, improves the ability to cope and reduces the risk of other health problems, such
as heart disease. 1t's especially important, however, for individuals with CFS to avoid overexertion because excessive
physical activity may worsen the condition. Center for Disease Control and Prevention_(CDC) recommends a 1-to-3 ratio of
exercise to rest for individuals suffering from CFS. Exercise for one minute, then rest for three minutes.

Get Enough Rest

If you experience fatigue, try prioritizing your daily routine to allow yourself to conserve the maximum amount of energy. You
can reduce weariness and improve your sleeping habits by:
* Lying down only when you are ready to sleep * Limiting napping during daytime hours * Increasing activity level during the day

Eat a Balanced Diet

Eat a balanced and nutritious diet consisting of complex carbohydrates (such as vegetables, fruits and whole grains), proteins,
fats and vitamins to provide your body with sustained energy sources and help it meet its escalating demands. To remain sufficiently hydrated,
drink a minimum of eight glasses of water each day.

A daily vitamin may be beneficial, but the CDC warns against unproven dietary and herbal supplements, as these products may include
potentially harmful ingredients, such as comfrey and high-dose ginseng.

Reduce the Effects of Stress

Practicing relaxation techniques, such as meditation and yoga, can reduce your level of stress. Other alternative therapies, such as
acupuncture, aquatic therapy, biofeedback and massage therapy, also may help manage symptoms of CFS. Classes, support groups and other
methods also can help you battle fatigue, decrease stress and reduce insomnia.

Avoid Aggregating Activities
Determine which activities and exercises you can tolerate without worsening the symptoms of CFS. Fatigue that involves
behavioral and psychological factors may generally be treated and prevented by modifying certain lifestyle factors. Certain medications—such

as some that are used to treat _high blood pressure, allergies and anxiety—may be contributing to your fatigue, and treatment changes may be
necessary. You also may benefit from keeping a symptom diary, which can help to identify, and avoid, factors that worsen your condition.
