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FROM PASTOR JOHN...

Three Things We Could Accomplish (or at least start) in 2010

Conventional wisdom among the observers of non-denominational mega churches holds that one of the
most important tasks of the Lead Pastor is to “cast a vision for the congregation.” It sounds a bit too
stilted and grandiose for me. 1’d be satisfied to be able to cast my fly where the fish are! That said, | have
some thoughts that might fall under the “vision casting” category. They involve three things we could
accomplish together this year. Two of them have to do with projects and dreams already begun that I
think we should complete. The third has to do with something I believe we could begin.

We are now almost half-way through the “Holy Conversations” project. We’ve reworked our mission
and vision statements along with our core values. We are living into an inclusive vision of radical
hospitality and focusing our energies on four ministry disciplines. In January, over 200 people
participated in Shaping the Future from the Inside Out events and posted over 1200 sticky notes listing
some of their gifts and passions. You can read about some of our discoveries elsewhere in this newsletter.
The next two phases involve organizational structure and bylaws and a new vision for generous
stewardship. So the first thing I think we as a congregation could do in 2010 is to complete the Holy
Conversations project. Incidentally, this project has been completely paid for by members and friends of
LCGS who contributed to it in addition to their regular support. If you’d like to join them, email me at
jrosenberg@goodshepherdolympia.com or call me at 360-606-9114 and I'll let you know how you can help.

The second thing we could do is to hire Deuane Kuenzi as our full-time Worship and Music Coordinator.
Deuane has been doing wonderful work for us as our very part-time choir director. But in order for us to
take the next step in enhancing our worship (which we’ve stated is at the very center of everything we do
as a congregation), we need to bring him on full-time using the job description we’ve already developed. |
am confident that by July 1st we will do this but it will take additional financial resources.

The third item is something that will take a little longer but we could start on it. | think we should
seriously consider beginning a major capital campaign to pay off our existing debt, remodel and refurbish
our current sanctuary, expand the narthex, and make our offices more user-friendly, secure, and accessible.
We could enhance our current worship space with new carpeting and seating, paint, some redesigned
chancel furniture and a new baptismal font in our narthex that is self-consciously tied to our watershed.
We could also include a columbarium so that the cremated remains of any member of LCGS who so desired
could be interred at the church. And we could certainly do all this in the most eco-friendly way possible.
But the effort should not just be about us. One way we could make certain that it isn’t is to “tithe” the
proceeds of our campaign (which I imagine might be in the range of $2 million) and use the money for an
emergent ministry located in downtown Olympia in partnership with other Lutheran congregations in our
community.

So those are three things that we as a congregation could accomplish in the next couple of years. You
can decide whether or not it qualifies as a vision. Whatever you think, 1I’d like to hear from you. In the
meantime, may God bless us all as we begin the Lenten journey to the cross and Resurrection with Jesus.
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FROM PASTOR CHUCK...

Hear these words from scripture:

“Come to me, all who are weary and heavy laden, and | will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you, and learn from
me; for | am gentle and humble of heart, and you will find rest for your soul. For my yoke is easy and my burden is
light.” (Jesus — Matthew 11:28-30)

| wish Jesus would have just invited us to come to him, in our weariness and with our burdens, and then given us
rest — end of story. At least then there would have been some sense of completion, some sense of a finish line, to
this race through life we run loaded down with trials and troubles too numerous to count. I, at least, would like to
know that | might be able to take a deep breath and rest a bit, along this journey from birth, through growth and
maturity, to death.

Jesus, however, seems to think that along with the rest that he gives he is also obligated to give us a yoke to bear.
Sure, he says that it is easy and light; but a yoke is a yoke, and he places it upon our shoulders just as we sit down
next to him to rest. This hardly seems fair or just.

I'm really having a difficult time imaging this as a good thing. | have to give Jesus this: at least he tries to do a
good job of sounding convincing. He calls himself gentle and humble of heart; he says that we can learn from him.
Maybe I'm just cynical: anyone who wants to add one more thing to my life — and calls it easy — must be telling lies
and inventing fairy tales.

What if | were to give Jesus the benefit of the doubt? Could the gift he calls a yoke, light and easy to bear, actually
open up something for me as | move through this journey called life? In Germany, during the 1930’s, a Lutheran
theologian seemed to think so. His name was Dietrich Bonhoeffer, and he spent some time exploring this idea of
yoke-bearing. Read a bit of what he wrote:

“Those who follow Jesus’ commandment entirely, who let Jesus’ yoke rest on them without resistance, will find the
burden they must bear to be light. In the gentle pressure of this yoke they will receive the strength to walk the right
path without becoming weary.... Where will the call to discipleship lead those who follow it? What decisions and
painful separations will it entail? We must take this question to him who alone knows the answer. Only Jesus
Christ, who bids us follow him, knows where the path will lead. But we know that it will be a path full of mercy
beyond measure. Discipleship is joy.” (Dietrich Bonhoeffer - Discipleship)

Jesus’ invitation to take his yoke upon us is an invitation to discipleship. He invites us to love God and love the
neighbor. In so doing, Bonhoeffer says, we will face complicated decisions and painful separation but also the
experience of strength and mercy and grace beyond measure. Ultimately, with Jesus’ yoke upon our shoulders,
what we will experience is joy.

That's an interesting promise. For me, it translates into the more | give away the more | will actually be filled and
not emptied. | can't think of a place outside of scripture that | have heard that expressed. Normally | hear gather to
yourself, protect yourself, build a wall around yourself and you will be filled, safe, and secure.

As | begin this Lenten season, I'm actually thinking of taking up Jesus’ yoke-bearing challenge: love God and
neighbor and be surprised at what happens in my life. Maybe my idea of just asking Jesus for rest is part of the
problem. Maybe true rest, the rest that only Jesus can give, comes through the act of love for God and neighbor.

I’'m going to test this idea out during Lent. When you see me, come up and ask me how it is going. I'll be glad to
give you the results of this crazy experiment called the Great Commandment.

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We are beginning the budget building process for the next fiscal year beginning July 2010 and running through June
2011 (Fiscal Year 2011).

Allowing for continuation of our current levels of staffing and operations, and adding a small increase for inflation,
fiscal year 2011 estimated spending will be about $760,000. Based on the most recent 12 month’s giving (calendar

2009), we would have an estimated budget limit of $749,000. That would leave us with

an $11,000 shortfall, which means no enhancements to the existing level of programs and 1\5

staffing, and would require further cuts to the base budget. T, /

PARISH NURSE-YOUR CARING MINISTRY

Losing someone or something you love is very painful. After a significant loss, you may
experience all kinds of difficult and surprising emotions, such as shock, anger, and
guilt. Sometimes it may feel like the sadness will never let up. While these feelings can be
frightening and overwhelming, they are normal reactions to loss.

Accepting them as part of the grieving process and allowing yourself to feel what you feel
is necessary for healing.

There is no right or wrong way to grieve — but there are healthy ways to cope with the
pain. You can get through it! Grief that is expressed and experienced has a potential for
healing that eventually can strengthen and enrich life.

The more significant the loss, the more intense the grief. However, even subtle losses
can lead to grief. For example, you might experience grief after moving away from home,
graduation from college, changing jobs, selling your family home, or retiring from a career
you loved.

- Grieving is a personal and highly individual experience. How you grieve
depends on many factors, including your personality and coping style, your life experience, your faith and the nature of the
loss. The grieving process takes time. Healing happens gradually; it can’'t be forced or hurried — and there is no “normal”
timetable for grieving. Some people start to feel better in weeks or months. For others, the process is measured in
years. Whatever your grief experience, it is important to be patient with yourself and allow the process to naturally unfold.
Prayers When Grief Weighs Heavy On Your Heart..... God will hear your prayer, therefore live everyday in the belief
that your prayer is answered. “Ask and you shall receive. Luke 11:9 Dear Lord, | need you to walk with me today while |
am fragile and my wound of grief is deep. Dear God, Help me to make sense of what has happened in my life. Show me how
to live and enjoy life again.

Please take care of them while | can't. .Dear Father, | ask that you hold off on
allowing me to experience more pain and give me time to get back into life. And remember when God takes something
from your grasp, He’s not punishing you, but merely opening your hands to receive again.

Be Prepared

DRIVER SAFETY

Prepare in a Year — March 2010
This is the third of a series of short action articles that will enable

you, over the next 12 months, to better take care of your family, friends,
neighbors, and yourself in times of disaster. After a disaster, water may
be your most urgent need. You need to store at least three gallons of
water per person (one gallon per day) to cover the first 72 hours. This
quantity of water is used for drinking, cooking, and very basic personal
hygiene. Plastic containers with a screw-cap lid, such as two-liter soda
pop bottles or food-grade plastic jugs, work great. If you use two-liter
soda pop bottles, plan to store at least six (6) of these for each person in
your household. Do not use glass bottles or old bleach bottles (or any
container that has held a toxic substance). Glass breaks too easily. The
plastic of old bleach bottles contains substances that, over time, get into
the water and make it unfit for drinking. Avoid the use of plastic milk
jugs. They are difficult to seal tightly, and their plastic becomes very
fragile and brittle over time. Stored water should be replaced with fresh
after about six months, at a minimum at one year. If you have been
acting upon these preparation articles; you are well on your way to
mitigating the consequences of disasters that will affect your family.

HoLYy CONVERSATIONS AT GOOD SHEPHERD

Holy Conversations at Good Shepherd: March Update
At its June 2009 meeting, the Council formally agreed to contract with Jim Pence of Kairos Ministry to work with
us over the next year in a series of “holy conversations” centering on four areas:
1.Mission and Vision Discernment
2.Resource Assessment
3.Leadership and Organizational Development
4.Stewardship and Capital Ministries

The Council agreed to serve as the overall “steering committee” for this four-part process and invite other

members of the congregation to assist them by serving as task forces for each of the four components.
The Mission and Vision Discernment Task Force completed its work in November 2009 with the development of a
“Vision Portfolio” that included a reaffirmation of the mission statement, a new vision statement, a restatement of core
values, and the identification of four ministry disciplines that will form the basis for specific ministry initiatives for
2010-2012. Copies of the Vision Portfolio are available in the church office.

The Resource Assessment is being completed now by the Shaping the Future from the Inside Out Task Force.
Since the four Shaping the future events in January, the Task Force has been reviewing the 1000+ post-its containing the
interests, passions, and gifts of Good Shepherd members. Between services on March 7 and March 14, the results of
Shaping the Future process will be available in Crary Hall. At that time, members will have an opportunity to make
connections with others who have similar interests.

The Organizational and Leadership Development phase will begin in March. The Council will provide leadership
for this phase, along with others who have interest in and knowledge of the congregation’s governance. The outcome of
this phase is clarifying responsibilities of elected and appointed bodies, specifying lines of authority, indentifying
ministry initiatives for 2010-12, and equipping leaders to implement changes.

The Stewardship and Capital Ministries is underway with the Stewardship Ministry Team. In addition to preparing
the stewardship appeal for 2010, the team is looking at ways to improve stewardship practices, communication
strategies, and deepen the faith community’s understanding of generosity. A related activity is to assess readiness,
interest, and capacity for capital appeal for the next phase of facility expansion.

Along with monthly updates in the Sheepskin, information about the Holy Conversations project will be available
on the web site and on bulletin boards in Crary Hall. Questions or comments about the project may be directed to the
Church Council or the pastors.

I’ve always wanted to know...
Questions for the Pastor.

Christmas is always on the 25t. Why is Easter not on the same date every year?

It seems that the date for celebrating the mass of Christ’s birth (Christmas) was set by the Church in the early
fourth century. There are a number of competing theories as to why this specific date was chosen. However, most
focus on the fact that as the Christian community assumed a more central place within the Roman Empire, older
mid-winter celebrations were “baptized” under the celebration of Christmas. It should also be noted that many
Eastern Orthodox churches, using the older Julian calendar, celebrate Christmas on January 7, which corresponds
to the Gregorian calendar’s December 25.

Unlike Christmas, Easter is a moveable feast on the church calendar. In early church history, Christians
celebrated Easter at a variety of different times, some preferring to keep it close to the Jewish Passover, others
not. There is a general rule, in use since the fourth century, that Easter is to be observed on the Sunday after the
first full moon on or after the day of the vernal equinox. Since that time, a variety of proposals have been made
for all Christians throughout the world to celebrate Easter on the same day. At this point, no agreement has been
reached.
